FACTS  REGARDING  
REVELATION

1. Many do not understand 
“Revelation.”

2. Some are irritated by those who 
study it.

3. Some say “Revelation cannot be 
understood.”



BUT  REVELATION  CAN  BE 
UNDERSTOOD!!!
We need a Key...

a. Of 404 verses of the book of 
Revelation, 276 come from Old 
Testament.

b. The key is to allow other portions 
of Scripture to interpret Revelation.



c. Jesus and Paul’s method of Bible 
exegesis: John 5:39, Luke 24:25-27, 
1 Corinthians 2:13
